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Things are in full bloom at Rib Lake 
High School as Barb Anderson’s special 
education students grow not only plants, 
but valuable life skills through the plant 
growth process. They began planting flower 
seeds which will be used to landscape the 
school grounds with the help of two local 
greenhouse owners, Mark and Jill Behrens. 
Mark and Jill own Bloomin’ Country in Rib 
Lake and have been assisting Barb and her 
students for the last two years. In the fall 
of 2010, they came in and suggested ways 
in which the greenhouse could best be uti-
lized. With some remodelling of the existing 
school greenhouse, Barb and her students 
soon began growing poinsettias for resale 
to the community for the holidays. Mrs. 
Anderson’s students learned all aspects of 
the sale by preparing the poinsettia plants, 
assisting in selling, and then counting the 

profits.
 Immediately after Christmas break, 

Mrs. Anderson and her students prepared 
the greenhouse for growing seeds by getting 
the heat mats and growing lights set up. 
Once the greenhouse is prepared, the stu-
dents begin planting seeds. This year Mrs. 
Anderson’s class decided on purple petu-
nias, zinnias, sunflowers and a mixture of 
other annuals. After discussion with Jill 
Behrens, Mrs. Anderson talked to the school 
district’s cooks and decided that it would be 
a great learning experience if her students 
planted lettuce. Mrs. Anderson spoke to the 
shop instructor, Bill Hackbarth about build-
ing a lettuce box. His students were able to 
build the box, and by the beginning of the 
next week, Mrs. Anderson’s students had 
planted the lettuce seeds. The lettuce is cut 
and given to the cooks, who then prepare 

the lettuce to include it with the daily lunch 
program. Future plans include growing 
herbs which will be able to be used in the 
lunch program. 

Students in Mrs. Anderson’s program 
are responsible for the daily watering of 
all the plants and lettuce in the greenhouse.

Their mission 
is to recognize and honor exceptional career 
teachers, encourage excellence in teaching 
and preserve the rich heritage of the teaching 
profession in the United States. Deb Tack-
mann is one of five teachers in the nation to 
be inducted into the 2012 National Teachers 
Hall of Fame.

“To me, being a Hall of Fame teacher 
means being an advocate for teachers in Wis-
consin.” Tackmann said. “I am representing 
not only my profession, but my state because 
I would not be the teacher I am today without 
the teachers I have met and worked with over

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Air Traffic Control 101

During peak air travel times in the 

United States, there are about 5,000 

airplanes in the sky every hour. This 

translates to approximately 50,000 air-

craft operating in our skies each day. 

How do these aircraft keep from collid-

ing with each other? 

Controllers in en route facilities 

guide airplanes flying at high altitudes 

through large sections of airspace. As air-

craft fly across the country, pilots talk to 

controllers in successive en route centers. 

There are 21 en route centers that control 

aircraft flying through Unites States air-

space.
At approach control facilities, con-

trollers guide aircraft as they approach, 

or leave, airspace surrounding airports to 

about 40 miles away.

Controllers at most of these facilities 

handle approach control for many differ-

ent airports in one facility. For example, 

Potomac Terminal radar approach control 

handles air traffic going into and out of 

all the airports around Washington D.C., 

Baltimore, MD, and Richmond, VA. 

All of the controllers in this facility are 

experts at one section of the airspace the 

facility controls, but they work closely 

together to ensure a smooth transition of 

all aircraft though the entire region.

At the Air Traffic Control System 

Command Center, controllers plan air 

traffic for the entire country, taking into 

consideration how weather and other 

events, such as military maneuvers, will 

affect air traffic patterns. Command 

Center controllers talk to controllers in 

other facilities and to airline traffic man-

agers to come up with “master plans.”

The public is most familiar with air 

traffic control towers at airports. Con-

trollers in these facilities guide aircraft as 

they take off or land and taxi from or to 

the gate. Their primary function is to sep-

arate aircraft on the airport surface. But 

many airports in the United States don’t 

have towers so controllers at remote 

approach control facilities guide aircraft 

into and out of those airports.

Most air traffic controllers today do 

their jobs without ever seeing the aircraft 

they guide. They monitor radar screens 

to track aircraft. As aircraft fly over 

radar sites, the data from those radars is 

communicated digitally via telecommu-

nications lines to controllers hundreds or 

even thousands of miles away.

The FAA is working on a plan now 

to make the best use of new and existing 

technology, infrastructure, and employ-

ees to handle the doubling and tripling 

of air traffic expected in the coming 

decades.
